The proposed amendments to §§213.30, 217.2, 217.4, and 217.5 were approved
by the Board at its April 22-23, 2010, meeting for submission to the Texas Register for
public comment.  The proposed amendments were published in the Texas Register on May
21, 2010, and the comment period ended on June 21, 2010.  

The Board did not receive any written comments on the proposals or a request for
a public hearing.  The adoption of the proposed amendments was published in the Texas
Register on July 9, 2010, and became effective on July 12, 2010.
