Consideration of Proposed Amendments to 22 Texas Administrative Code §223.1,
relating to Fees

Background: The proposed amendments, which are attached hereto as Attachment "A",
eliminate unnecessary and/or outdated fees from the current rule. The fees that are being
proposed for elimination are minimal and cause unnecessarily delays in processing.
Further, as the Board moves to a paperless workflow system through ORBS, licensees will
be able to copy their wall certificate directly from the website. Further, elimination of these
fees will have minimal effect on the Board’s revenue collection.

Staff Recommendation: Move to approve the proposed amendments to 22 Texas
Administrative Code 8223.1, relating to Fees, with authority for the General Counsel to
make editorial changes as necessary to clarify rule and Board intent and to comply with the
formatting requirements of the Texas Register. If no negative comments and no request
for a public hearing are received, move to adopt the proposed amendments to 22 Texas
Administrative Code 8223.1, relating to Fees.
