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Q: I lost my license.  How do I get
another one?  Is there a fee?
How long will it take?

A: When a license is lost or stolen, you
should report it to the BNE as soon as
possible by doing the following:

1. Send a letter with your name,
address, and license and/or
Social Security number.

2. Provide a statement as to the
disposition of the license.

3. Have the statement notarized.
4. Attach a $20.00 check or

money order.
5. Mail the $20.00 fee and

notarized statement to:

6. Upon receipt of the fee and
notarized statement, we will
mail the replacement or
duplicate license within ten
working days.

Q: I need to change my last name due
to marriage or a divorce.  How do I
accomplish this?

A: Send a letter to the BNE with the
following information:

1. Prior name.
2. New name (the way you would

like your license to read).
3. Address.
4. License and/or Social Security

number.
5. Attach a copy of the official

document that changes your
name (marriage certificate, page
of the divorce decree that shows
the name change and date of the
decree).

Although not required, if you want a new
license reflecting the new name, attach your
current wallet sized license and a $20.00
check or money order to the information
required above.  Upon receipt of the letter,
legal name change document, and fee, we
will mail the replacement license within ten
(10) working days.

Q: How do I change my address?

A: Change of address must be submitted
in writing.  Notification must include
your name, address, license number,
and/or Social Security number.  You
may send the notification via:

Q: How do I place my license on
inactive status?

A: If your nursing license is current and
not subject to discipline, you may
request inactive status by checking the
appropriate box on the front of the
renewal form (obtainable at
www.bne.state.tx.us), completing all
applicable areas and mailing the form
to the Board’s address listed at the top
of the form.  No fee is required.  If
you desire to re-enter the practice of
nursing in Texas, you will be required
to pay a reactivation fee and meet all
current requirements in effect at the
time you desire to re-enter the practice
of nursing.

Q: How do I place my license on
retired status?

A: If you are 65 years or older and your
nursing license is current, you may

apply for retired status by checking
the appropriate box on the front of
the renewal form (obtainable at:
www.bne.state.tx.us), completing all
applicable areas, and mailing the
form with the appropriate fee
($10.00) to the Board’s address listed
at the top of the form.  You may not
practice with a retired license.  If you
desire to re-enter the practice of
nursing in Texas, you will be
required to pay a reactivation fee and
meet all current requirements in
effect at the time you desire to
re-enter the practice of nursing.

Q: Where do I find information
regarding Certified Nurse Aides
(CNAs)?

A: CNAs are registered by the Texas
Department of Aging and Disability
Services (www.dads.state.tx.us/
business/ltcr/credentialing/
index.html).  You may contact them

Top Questions Received by BNE Staff Answered
The Board receives many inquiries spanning a wide range of topics on a daily basis.  Although many situations are unique, the Board also
receives general inquiries regarding licensing procedures that can be easily categorized and answered.  Below is a listing of these most
frequently asked questions.
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Q: I did not receive a renewal notice
in the mail.  How do I get one?

A: Sixty days prior to your license
expiring, the BNE mails a renewal
postcard to the last known address in
our system.  This postcard provides
the information needed to renew the
license online.  If you cannot renew
online, you must download a copy of
the renewal application from our
website.  In any event, you do not
need the postcard to renew.  As long
as you are within sixty days of your
license expiring, you can go to our
website and click on “online
renewal” to be guided through the
process.

Q: My license expires soon and I just
completed the renewal.  Can my
employer verify the license is
renewed before I get my hard copy
in the mail?

A: Yes.  You and your employer can
verify the license online at
www.bne.state.tx.us under “online
verification.”  The BNE processes all
renewals within ten (10) business
days from the date received.  A hard
copy of the license is not required to
practice.

Q: Where can I find a current listing
of the compact states?

A: The most current listing of compact
states is available on the National
Council of State Boards of Nursing
website at www.ncsbn.org.

Q: I am moving to another compact
state next month.  Will I need to
obtain that state’s license or can I
just work on my Texas compact
license?

A: The Nurse Licensure Compact allows
a nurse with a valid home state
compact license to work in any other
compact state on their home state
license.  If your primary state of
residence changes to the new state,
you will have 30 days to obtain
licensure in the new compact state
before you must cease practicing on
the old license.  More information
regarding the Nurse Licensure
Compact is available online at:

Q: What is the difference between
Type I and Type II continuing
education?

A: A Type I program is one that has
been approved by a Board approved

agency.  The credentialing agencies
have met nationally pre-determined
criteria to approve programs and
providers of CE.  The Board
recognizes the following
credentialing agencies:

A Type II program is one which
meets the criteria in the Board’s
rules, but has not been approved by
one of the credentialing
organizations.  A Type II program
may be approved for another
healthcare professional or a program
offered by one’s employer.  The
program, however, must address
nursing practice or the provision of
healthcare, include nurses in the
target audience, and meet the
definition of nursing continuing
education.

A Regular meeting of the Board of Nurse Examiners was held July 20-21, 2006,  in Austin.  The
following is a summary of Board actions taken during this meeting.

The Board of Nurse Examiners completed its review of:
Title 22 of the Texas Administrative Code, Part 11, Chap-
ter 211 relating to General Provisions, Chapter 213, relat-
ing to Practice and Procedure, and Chapter 219, relating to
Advanced Nurse Practitioner Programs.

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School Nurse Questions and Answers

Q:   I am a school nurse and I want to
know what information I have to collect
in order to administer prescription
medications to students?   Do  I need  a
physician’s order and parent permission?

A:  School nurses must have a physician’s
order to administer prescription medications
in the school setting. Some school districts
have implemented policies that require a
separate written physician’s order, while
other districts require an up-to-date
pharmacy label reflecting the current
physician’s order. In the definition of
professional nursing, located in the Nursing
Practice Act (NPA) Section 301.002(2)(C),
it states that professional nursing involves
the administration of medications and
treatments as ordered by a physician,
podiatrist, or dentist. In Position Statements
15.1 and 15.18, the Board states that nurses
can also accept orders from advanced
practice nurses and/or physician assistants
because their orders originate from a
physician through protocol. BNE Position
statements are located on the website under
“Nursing Practice Information,” then under
“Position Statements.”  A LVN may practice
in a school setting under the supervision of
a registered nurse according to the NPA
Section 301.353. LVNs may also accept
orders from physicians as explained in
Position Statement 15.25.

One of the primary rules that applies
to nursing practice is Rule 217.11,
“Standards of Nursing Practice.” This rule,
along with the NPA and all Board Rules
may be viewed on the website. Rule
217.11(1)(A) is important for school nurses
and requires them to know and comply with
not only the NPA and Board Rules but also
federal, state and local laws, applicable to
the nurse’s practice setting. Although board
staff cannot speak as experts on laws outside
the BNE, the Texas Medical Board has the
position that a physician prescribing
medication in Texas must be licensed in
Texas. The link to this position statement is
http:/ /www.tmb.state . tx.us/rules/
guidelines/ulpm.php. In school nursing,
both the Texas Education Code (TEC) and
school district policies should be considered
before administering medications to
students.  TEC Section 22.052 permits school
nurses to administer prescription
medications to a student provided a written
request to administer the medication is
received from the parents or guardians, and
the medication is in the original container
and properly labeled.

Rule 217.11(1) (B) requires nurses to
provide for patient safety. This standard

establishes the nurse’s duty to the patient,
which supersedes any physician order or
any facility policy. This “duty” to the patient
requires the nurse to use good professional
judgment when choosing to assist or engage
in a given procedure (also see Position
Statement 15.14, Duty of a Nurse in Any
Practice Setting).  Rule 217.11 (1)
(C) requires nurses to be knowledgeable
about the medications they administer and
correctly administer them. Rule 217.11(1)
(N) requires nurses to clarify medication
orders they believe are inaccurate, non-
efficacious or contraindicated with the
ordering practitioner.

Q:  As a school nurse, can I give an over-
the-counter (OTC) medication without a
physician’s order? If I don’t have an
order, isn’t that diagnosing and
prescribing medicine?

A:  School nurses must have a standing
delegation order from a physician, or a parent
must provide written permission and supply
the over-the-counter (OTC) medication, in
order for a school nurse to administer the
medication at school.

Although the administration of OTCs by
school nurses without a physician’s order is
not specifically mentioned in the NPA
or Rules and Regulations, it is addressed in
other laws. TEC Section 22.052 allows
school nurses to administer OTCs if: the
medication appears to be in the original
container,  is properly labeled, and the school
nurse has received written authorization from
parents or guardians to administer the
medication. It’s recommended that parents
provide OTC medications that are to be
administered.

The Texas Medical Board,  in chapter 193.4
(8)(www.tmb.state.tx.us),“Standing
Delegation Orders,” permits “the issuance
of medications which do not require a
prescription for the symptomatic relief of
minor illnesses provided that such
medications are packaged and labeled in
compliance with state and federal laws and
regulations.” This rule is interpreted broadly
in that nurses can recommend OTCs under
their nursing license for the relief of
symptoms as it does not require the nurse
to make a medical diagnosis, which would
be the practice of medicine versus the
practice of nursing. 

 BNE Position Statement 15.5, Nurses with
the Responsibility for Initiating Physician
Standing Orders, provides nurses with
guidance and direction on how to carry out
standing delegation orders. School nurses

can play an instrumental role in assisting
school districts to develop policies for
administering OTCs, i.e., how long parental
consents will be valid before requiring a
physician’s order and under what conditions
OTCs will be administered.

Board staff recommend utilizing the  Six-
Step Decision-Making Model for
Determining a Nurse’s Scope of Practice.
This is a model to help nurses apply a step-
by-step critical thinking process to assist the
individual nurse in making a prudent decision
about engaging in any given activity or
intervention. The Six-Step model is located
on our website, www.bne.state.tx.us , under
“Nursing Practice Information,” then under
“Scope of Practice.”  This tool can assist a
school nurse in determining if a request
from students, parents, teachers, principals
or administrators is within the scope of the
individual school nurse’s practice. You may
also wish to review NPA Section 301.352,
Protection for Refusal to Engage in Certain
Conduct, as well as Rule 217.20, Safe Harbor
Peer Review.

For additional information on administering
medications, staff recommend the Texas
Department  of  State Health Services’ School
Health Manual at: www.dshs.state.tx.us/
schoolhealth/pgramguide.shtm. Other
resources that may be helpful are the
Texas School Nurse Organization at
www.texasschoolnurses.org and the
National Association of School Nurses at
www.nasn.org.  

Licensed nurses are required to
wear some type of “insignia” when
practicing nursing that displays to
the public the type of licensure the
nurse holds (LVN, RN). The require-
ments are not prescriptive to first or
last name.    Board Rule 217.10(b)
further delineates the nurse’s re-
sponsibilities in relation to an
insignia (name badge).

For advanced practice nurses
(APNs), Board Rule 221.2(b) re-
quires use of the title authorized by
the Board, as well as the RN license,
since the authorization in the APN
role/specialty hinges on the RN
license.  The NPA and rules are not
prescriptive to credentials from
certifying bodies such as APRN-BC
or CCRN as these are not titles
regulated or required by the Board.

2006 BNE Customer Service Survey Results

In April 2006, readers of the Texas Board of Nursing Bulletin were invited to participate in an online survey concerning the Board of Nurse Examiner’s (BNE’s) Customer Service Group,
the Texas Board of Nursing Bulletin, and the BNE’s web site.  The survey appeared for three months on the BNE web site with web survey response data compilation taking place on
July 6, 2006.   Survey forms were also mailed to 2,000 randomly selected LVNs and RNs in April.  Respondents could return completed survey forms either by mail or fax.  Mailed and
faxed survey forms were accepted through September, 2006.   230 individuals completed the survey.  47 of the 230 respondents completed mailed survey forms and returned them by
mail or fax.  The response rate for mailed survey forms was 2.3%.  183 individuals completed the online survey.  Survey questions and responses are presented below.

A 58-year-old male is transferred mid-morning from the Intensive Care Unit (ICU) to the trauma floor five days following admission for
multiple leg and pelvic fractures sustained in an auto-pedestrian accident. The patient is now awake but remains confused. He is receiving
tube feedings and medications per enteral (Dobhoff) tube placed nasally into the small intestine.  The ICU nurse re-writes all physician
orders prior to transfer to the Trauma floor per facility policy. These orders are noted as being “verbal” though no actual review of the
nurse’s written orders is done by the physician at the time of transfer.  The transfer medication orders as transcribed include Toprol-XL
200mg PO/PT Twice Daily. There are no blood pressure (BP) parameter orders. The following afternoon the patient has a grand mal
seizure and is transferred back to the ICU for monitoring. The ICU RN notes that the patient’s BP has dropped from his normal of 150’s/
70’s to 76/44. No admission history was ever completed by nursing as the patient was unable to provide information and he has no family.
The nurse ultimately discovers that the original physician’s order was for Topamax (an anti-convulsant agent) 200mg PO/PT twice daily,
not Toprol-XL (an anti-hypertensive agent).  The patient’s past records, obtained from old charts at the same facility, showed a history of
seizures, but no history of hypertension. Drug reference book information on Toprol-XL indicates this extended release medication is
typically given on a once-daily basis with doses starting at 50mg daily. In addition, because of the extended-release coating on the tablet,
it is a “do-not-crush” medication. The patient had received two doses of Toprol  “per tube” prior to the seizure, which meant the medication
had to be crushed and dissolved in liquid for administration.
Fortunately, the patient did recover from his injuries, the accidental dosing of a high blood pressure medication (Toprol-XL), and the sub-
therapeutic Topamax levels resulting in a seizure----but how could this incident have been avoided?
__________________________________________________________________

According to the Institute for Healthcare Improvement (IHI), poor communication of current medication orders between care givers,
including home medications, accounts for at least 50% of the medication errors and up to 20% of adverse drug events (ADEs) .  In addition
to the IHI, organizations such as the Institute of Safe Medication Practices (ISMP), the Joint Commission on Accreditation of Healthcare
Organizations (JCAHO), and the Agency for Healthcare Research and Quality (AHRQ) support having processes for medication
reconciliation, all of which involve nurses at the core of the process.
Nurses are typically involved in both the transfer and admission processes of patients between different units and to/from outside facilities.
Given the alarming percentage of medication errors that occur during this exchange of patients,  the need for nurses to be on guard to protect
the patient’s safety is clear. Medication Reconciliation is defined by IHI as:  “a formal process of obtaining a complete and accurate list
of each patient’s current home medications—including name, dosage, frequency, and route—and comparing the physician’s admission,
transfer, and/or discharge orders to that list.  Discrepancies are brought to the attention of the prescriber and, if appropriate, changes
are made to the orders.  Any resulting changes in orders are documented.”  This 3 step process involves: (1) Verification (documenting
of medication history on admission); (2) Clarification (ensuring that the medications and doses are appropriate); and (3) Reconciliation
(documentation of changes in the orders).  Information on this model is located on page 8 of the “How To” Guide from IHI (see link to this
34-page document below).
Imagine that the following list of reasons is multiple choice, and choose the reasons you believe lack of a sound system for
medication reconciliation could be contributing to medication errors in your own practice setting:

A. The patient can’t tell you (too ill, unconscious) or doesn’t know what meds he/she takes (“I take a white pill for
my blood pressure and a water pill”);

B. The facility forms are not conducive to collecting complete home medication information on admission, including
over-the-counter (OTC) medications and herbal or homeopathic remedies taken by the patient;

C. There is no standardized process of double checks or alternative methods to assure accurate written communication of
current and home medication regimens for patients;

D. The facility has no policy or procedure that clearly establishes who is on the medication reconciliation team and what
role each team member is to play in the process (nurse, pharmacist, physician) at all transition points.

E. The patient’s needs change as they transition to different levels of care, and caregivers do not routinely check for
appropriateness of restarting home medications, or for interactions between previous home medicines and
newly-prescribed medications.

The answer in some cases could be  “all of the above,” but having every nurse on guard when these situations occur is already reducing
errors in facilities that have developed sound medication reconciliation procedures at every patient transition point.   For information on

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Advanced Practice Questions and Answers

Q:  I am a family nurse practitioner (FNP) practicing with a
group of orthopedic surgeons. They want me to help them in
surgery right away.  I just enrolled in a registered nurse first
assistant (RNFA) course, and have not started any of the
course work yet.  Can I help the surgeons now if they train
me, or do I have to wait until I finish the course?

A:   Section 301.353 (House Bill 1718) clarifies that advanced
practice nurses who wish to first assist in surgery and be reim-
bursed for doing so must complete a RNFA program (both
didactic and clinical components in their entirety) and hold
current authorization to practice as an advanced practice nurse
from the Board of Nurse Examiners (BNE).  Until both portions
of the course are completed in their entirety, you may not bill for
first assistant services.

If you are employed by the physician, a group to which the
physician belongs, or a hospital licensed or owned by the state,
you may be eligible to assist even  though you  do not currently
meet the criteria to be considered a nurse first assistant.  Until
such time as you have completed your RNFA program, you may
assist the surgeons provided the following criteria are met:

• The physician must be physically present at
all times;

• You must be under the direct personal
supervision of the physician;

• Both you and the physician must be in the
same sterile field; and

• You must be qualified by education, training,
or experience to perform the assigned tasks.

 Should you elect to assist under this latter option, you can neither
use any titles that imply that you are a first assistant nor can your
services as a first assistant be billed for reimbursement.

You may wish to review Rule 217.18, related to first assisting.
The rule is available on the BNE web site (www.bne.state.tx.us)
under the link for “Rules and Regulations.”

Q: I am a clinical nurse specialist in psychiatric/mental health
nursing with prescriptive authority who is new to Texas.  In
the state where I practiced prior to coming to Texas, I only
needed a DEA number to prescribe controlled substances.
Do I have to get a controlled substances permit from the
Texas Department of Public Safety (TX DPS) too?

A:   In addition to authorization to practice and prescriptive
authority from the BNE, you are required to hold both a current
TX DPS permit and DEA certificate in order to prescribe
controlled substances in Texas.  If one or the other lapses, you
must cease prescribing controlled substances immediately.
Failure to do so could result in felony charges being filed and an
investigation by the Board.

Although you already have a DEA number, you must notify the
DEA that you are now practicing in Texas.  It is staff’s
understanding that the DEA will require you to provide a TX
DPS permit because this is a requirement in the state in which you
are now practicing.  More information on the DEA registration
process is available on-line at www.deadiversion.usdoj.gov/
drugreg/index.html.

Stacey Wright McCoy

Stacey Wright McCoy obtained employment as a licensed vocational nurse with a staffing agency in Frisco,
Texas, and worked from April 7, 2004, through June 11, 2005.  Staff noticed that they did not have a copy of
Ms. McCoy’s nursing license in her personnel file and requested a copy which was not provided by Ms. McCoy.
Staff went online to the Board of Nurse Examiners' web site and could not locate a license in the State of Texas
for Ms. McCoy.  Ms. McCoy informed her employer that she had a New Jersey nursing license; however, a
copy of the license was not provided.  Staff went online to the New Jersey Board of Nursing's  web site but could
not locate a license under her married or maiden name.  Ms. McCoy was terminated from employment on June
11, 2005 and the information was reported to the Board.  The Board referred the case to the Collin County
District Attorney’s Office, Sherman, Texas.

Deanna Allen

On July 26, 2004, Deanna Allen voluntarily surrendered her license to practice professional nursing in Texas.
Ms. Allen did not inform her employer that she no longer held a valid license.  Ms. Allen continued to practice
professional nursing without a license from July 27, 2004, through November 13, 2004.  She was employed
as a charge nurse with a long term care facility in Longview, Texas.  Ms. Allen was terminated from
employment on November 13, 2004,  for sleeping while on duty .  The information was reported to the Board.
The Board referred the case to the Gregg County District Attorney’s Office, Longview, Texas.

Sandra E. Madubuike
Sandra E. Madubuike secured employment as a home health aide with a home health agency in Dallas, Texas,
on November 18, 2004.

Staff discovered that Ms. Arenivar did not hold a RN or LVN license but
was a Certified Nurse Aide (CNA) whose certificate had expired.   Ms. Arenivar was terminated from
employment and the information was referred to the Board.   The Board referred the case to the Tarrant County
District Attorney’s Office, Fort Worth, Texas.

ANGELA COX
a.k.a. Angi Cox, a.k.a. Angelia J. Pryor Cox, a.k.a. Angela Pryor Cox

On March 27, 2006, Angela Cox applied for a registered nurse position with a hospital in Greenville, Texas.
Ms. Cox provided the hospital with an Arizona license number.  When the hospital contacted the Arizona
Board, the social security number and date of birth provided by Ms. Cox did not match their licensee.  Ms. Cox
also told the hospital that she had a license from New York, but would not produce the license.  Ms. Cox then
provided the hospital with information for a Tennessee license, which also did not correspond to her social
security number and date of birth.  Ms. Cox was not hired for the position and the information was submitted
to the Board.
